LEARNING POINTS

	
Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Guides pupils to recall and describe the process of rain formation. 
	
When the rain fall, the ground gets wet. After the sun rises up (boiling water), the water turn into water vapour (steam) and rises into the sky (cold metal).

The water vapour form the clouds in the sky. When the clouds become larger, it falls as rain (dropping water).

	
Linking the Previous knowledge to the new lesson 

	
Step 2

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the pupils into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 
2. Guide the pupils to choose a leader and secretary for your group.
