LEARNING POINTS

	
Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
1. Leads pupils to an open space outside the classroom. Set the pieces of paper on fire to burn (make sure pupils are at a safe distance as you demonstrate  this  activity). 

2. Now ask pupils to observe and describe what happened as the paper burns. 

	
1. Follow the teacher’s lead and observe the teacher’s activities.




2. As the paper burns, smoke is released into the air we breathe.

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials –  Pieces of paper, matches, clean bottle of water and dirt from outside.

Asks pupils to suggest the name for this kind of Pollution and state other things that produce smoke.
