LEARNING POINTS

	
Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Ask  pupils  the  following  questions – 

Why people are passing their faeces in any empty space, corner, bush or drainage? 

Why are they throwing their waste around instead using waste bin or other materials? 



Any advice for people that passing faeces anywhere or throwing waste around? 

	
Expected response –


It is because they don’t have toilets or their toilet is bad.


Some of them do not have waste bin and those that have, there is no space to keep the waste until the waste management comes around.

Their toilet should be kept clean after used so that the next person can be able to use it. They should use disposable waste materials until the waste management comes around. 

	
Linking the Previous knowledge to the new lesson 

	
Step 2 

Development 

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials –  The  school  compound and waste bin or disposable waste materials. 

	
1. Belong to a group. 


2. Choose their leader and secretary. 


3. Received learning materials for their group. 

	
Learner’s group, leader and secretary confirmed.

	
Step 3

Development

(10 minutes)

	                          
Take pupils for a guided walk around the school  compound along with their pen and jotter.       

Ask them to describe about the place where pupils have passed faeces and urine. Also how does it make them feel about the place?

Ask pupils to sniff around the area where rubbish is piled and describe the smell in their jotters. Note – don’t force the pupils to sniff because they have also sniffing and covered their nose before you asked them to. 

Now lead pupils back to the classroom.

	
Follow the teacher’s lead and every given instructions.

(10 minutes)
	
Ask pupils to share their thoughts on what they think could happen to someone who lives next to the rubbish. 


	
Expected response – 

They can become sick, flies will always perch on them and their food,  etc.

	                                                 Asks each group to present their answers so that you can compare responses with those of other groups.

Have one or two groups come out and share their work with the rest of the class.
