Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	 
Ask pupils to differentiate between living and non living things with examples. 

	
Living things can see, eat and move from one place to another while non living cannot. 

Man, dog, fish, bird and plant are living things. Stone, nail, pencil, paper and firewood are non living things.

	
Linking the Previous knowledge to the new lesson 

	
Step 2 

Development 

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials – sample of some of the following – mud, Irons, Candle wax, Butter, Paper and Wood. 

	
1. Belong to a group. 



2. Choose their leader and secretary.

Development

(5 minutes)

	
Ask pupils to state the changes that can occur in the following – 
1. Mud

2. New irons

3. Candle wax

4. Butter

5. Paper

Expected response – 


1. A mud changes to pot, cup, etc. 
2. New Iron can change color or become rusted. 
3. With fire, a candle wax melt down. 
4. Butter changes to liquid when heat or become solid when freeze. 
5. Paper and wood burns with fire.
