Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Introduction the 10 basic number to the pupils – 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 on flashcards. 

Ask two pupils to pick a card each and identify their number. 

Let them stand beside each in the front of the class and the class to say the two digits together. 

Ask pupils to change their position and ask the class to say the number.

Step 2 

Development 

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials – Flash cards, counting objects (matches stick or bottle cover know as counter) and number chart 

	
1. Belong to a group. 


2. Choose their leader and secretary. 


3. Received learning materials for their group. 

	
Learner’s group, leader and secretary confirmed.

	
Step 3

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Tell each group to pick 10 counters and ask their representative to come out. 

Ask the class how many 10s is in this group and write the result on the chart. 

Ask another representative to join the first group in the front of the class and how many 10s altogether? 

Ask the representative in third group to 4 counter and join the other groups. 

Ask the class, what is the total counters? 

How many 10s and 1s?
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1 Ten = Ten counters 
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2 Tens = Twenty counters
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24


2 Tens and 4 ones = 20 and 4

Step 4

Development

(5 minutes)

	
Ask each group to pick counter up to 100.

Repeat the activities in step 3 in 100s.

Step 5 

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Guide pupils to expand numbers in 100s, 10s and 1s. 

Ask 3 groups to come out with their 100 counters, 2 groups with 10 counters and a group with 5 counters.

Let them know that the 1st groups are with 100 counters each, 2nd groups with 10 counters each while 3rd group is with 5 counters.

Ask them, how many 100s, 10s and 1s? And their response on the chart. 

Guide the groups to represent 3 Hundreds, 2 Tens and 5 Ones in numbers by counting altogether.

Tell them that 3 = 300, 2 =20 and 5 = 5

	



Do as the teacher instructed.




Listen to the teacher’s explanation.




3 Hundreds, 2 Tens and 5 Ones.
