Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Present chart of some colours and ask pupils - how many colours can you count on the chart? Can you name the colours? 



Ask pupils to state the colours of their uniform and identify different objects with different colours within their classroom.

Ask them to describe the uses of colour. Hint – why your school’s uniform different from another school?

Teacher’s remark – Colour plays a vitally important role in the world in which we live. This week, you will be learning various colours around us. 
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Red, blue, green, purple, orange and yellow.

Colours of school’s uniform – white and blue depending on the school’s uniform.


Colours are used to label or differentiate objects from one another one. 


Listen to the teacher’s remark and lesson’s introduction. 
	
Linking the Previous knowledge to the new lesson 

	
Step 2 

Development 

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials –  objects with different colours around us. 

	
1. Belong to a group. 


2. Choose their leader and secretary. 

3. Received learning materials for their group.

Step 3

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Lead the pupils outside the classroom and ask them to look around and identify the colour of different objects or things – soils, stones, grasses, flowers, crops, school’s building, etc.

Ask pupils – Have you ever seen a rainbow in the sky? Could you count the colours? 

	
Follow the teacher’s lead and identify different colour of objects around us.




Yes, rainbow has 7 colours.

(5 minutes)

	
Ask each group to describe the colours of the rainbow and identify each of the colours.

Asks each group to present their answers so that you can compare responses with those of other groups.

Conclusion

(10 minutes)

	
To conclude the lesson, the teacher revises the entire lesson and ask the key questions.     

SUMMARY – Many people have stories about the rainbow. But we can only see rainbow when rays of light from the sun are bent as they pass through tiny drops of water from rain clouds. 

It is always assumed that colour of light from the sun is white. Therefore, white light contains within the colours of the rainbow. 

We can remember the colours of rainbow if we remember the first letters – ROY G BIV
