Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Guide the pupils to identify the first and second stripes and also add the two stripes together. 

First stripes

Teacher’s remark – The 4 in the denominator tells us that each whole is cut into 4 equal portions. By adding the fractions, we are grouping the total number of wholes and parts. 

	
The First stripes is 1 1/4 or 5/4 and the Second stripes is 1 2/4 or 6/4.

Step 3 

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Guide the pupils to subtract the fractions, 

2 3/4 + 1 1/7

2 3/4 – 1 1/7

	
2 3/4 + 1 1/7
= 2 + 1 + 3/4 + 1/7
The LCM of 4 and 7 is 28. Since 4 x 7 = 28. 
Therefore, 
3/4 = (3 x 7)/(4 x 7) = 21/28
1/7 = (1 x 4)/(7 x 4) = 4/28

3 + 3/4 + 1/7
= 3 + 21/28 + 4/28 
= 3 + (21 + 4)/28
= 3 + 25/28
= 3 25/28

2 3/4 – 1 1/7
= 2 – 1 + (21 – 4)/28
= 1 + 17/28
= 1 17/28
