LEARNING POINTS

	
Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Ask the pupils to mention some advantages of having a healthy environment. 








Now ask them to mention some things that can make the environment bad or unhealthy.





Teacher’s remark – Explain to them that the act of doing things that reduce the quality of the environment and make it look unclean or unhealthy is known as  poor environment.

	
Advantages of Healthy Environment 
1. Attractive and pleasant to   live or stay in.
2. Prevents diseases of the    breathing system.
3. Prevents breeding of cock-  roaches, rats, mosquitoes    and houseflies that carry   disease-causing germs.

Things that make our environment bad or unhealthy – No flowers, Pollution (air, water and water), Refuse heaps, Cockroaches, mosquitoes and flies, erosion, etc.

Listen to the teacher’s remark and lesson’s introduction – A Poor Quality or Unhealthy Environments. .

Step 2 

Development 

(5 minutes) 

Grouping

	
1. Groups the learners into four groups – A, B, C, and D. 

2. Guide the learners to choose a leader and secretary for your group. 

3. Gives each group learning materials –  chart showing environmental quality – a good or poor quality environment - healthy and unhealthy environments. 

	
1. Belong to a group. 


2. Choose their leader and secretary. 


3. Received learning materials for their group. 

	
Learner’s group, leader and secretary confirmed.

	
Step 3

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Take the pupils on a journey around the school compound and ask them to look around to observe good and bad features of the school environment, inside and outside the school.

Stop at anything that the pupils think is bad (e.g. heaps of refuse, abandoned desks and tables, smelly toilets, spoilt buildings, etc.).

Take them back to the classroom.

	
Follow the teacher’s lead and take part in the group activities.

Step 4 

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Ask pupils to complete the following task within group.

Give examples  of  poor quality environment.

(5 minutes) 

	
Asks each group to present their answers so that you can compare responses with those of other groups.

Conclusion

(5 minutes)

	
To conclude the lesson, the teacher revises the entire lesson and ask the key questions.     

SUMMARY – A poor quality environment is an unhealthy environment. 

The environment is not the same everywhere, even in the same city. If the environment is highly polluted, we say the environmental quality is poor and unhealthy. 

A poor quality or unhealthy environment refers to an environment that is not free of disease causing things life like heaps of refuse, pollution, flies and mosquitoes, etc.
