LEARNING POINTS

	
Step 1

Introduction 

(5 minutes)

	
Ask pupils how long will it take to walk from their home to school (all pupils to respond). 

How many minutes you spent on the assembly ground, during break, in a lesson and how many hours spent from 8 am to 2 pm. 

Teacher’s remark – The time taken from home to school can be measured. How long it take to finish washing your school’s uniforms, etc. can be measured. Today’s lesson, we are going to be measuring time taken to perform some certain tasks.

Step 4 

Development

(10 minutes)

	
Guided instruction 

1. Two groups will work together on this activity.
2. One group will use a cup to take water from a bucket and pour it into the bottle, as fast as possible.
3.The other group will use a watch to measure the time it takes the first pupil to fill the bottle.
4.The filling of the bottle and measurement of the time taken to do so will be carried out three times. Then the average time will be obtained.
